he 2010 Belgian Clarinet Acad-
I emy (BCA) took place July 4-9
in Oostend, Belgium. Twenty-four
students representing eight countries (Bel-
gium, Canada, France, Scotland, South
Korea, the United Kingdom, Sweden, and
the United States of America), gathered
for a week of intense study.

Teachers included Robert Spring of
Arizona State University, Eddy VanOost-
hyse, principal clarinetist of the Brussels
Philharmonic and professor of clarinet at
both Lemmens Institute in Leuven and the
Royal Conservatory of Music in Ghent,
and Tamara Cuypers, professor of clarinet
at the Conservatory of Music in Oostend.
The Academy was hosted by Guido Six, di-
rector of the Conservatory in Oostend and
conductor of the Claribel Clarinet Choir.

Each day consisted of daily warm-up
sessions, private lessons, chamber coach-
ing hours, and clarinet choir rehears-
als.
